Plans are shaping up for IBEC-sponsored events to be held in
conjunction with the 14™ World Congress on Intelligent Transportation
Systems in Beijing, China, October 9-13, 2007. Please mark your
calendars and plan to attend!

On Monday October 8" immediately preceding the Congress opening
on Tuesday, IBEC will present its popular "Evaluation 101" training
session, available to participants at a nominal charge for local
expenses. Simultaneous interpretation from English into Mandarin
Chinese will be available. Several generous organizations, including the
World Bank, are providing financial support to plan and develop the
training session.

As part of the main Congress agenda, IBEC will sponsor four Special
Sessions that will assemble knowledgeable speakers from around the
world to discuss current hot topics in ITS evaluation. One session will
explore the documented impacts of urban road-pricing schemes on
travel time, fuel consumption, travel behavior, economic development,
and equity (fairness). A second session will host presentations on ITS
applications that enhance safety, such as automatic speed enforcement
and tunnel safety. Two more sessions will explore different aspects of
traveler information. In one session, speakers will recount the
documented impacts of traveler information services; in the other,
speakers will explore successful and unsuccessful business models
and the factors that distinguish success from failure.

And, as in past years, IBEC will hold its annual general meeting during
the Congress and, if plans succeed, will host an evening reception for
IBEC members and guests. We hope to see you there!

The TRB Annual Meeting in
Washington DC January 22-25, 2007 provided
an opportunity to cooperate in several
activities of interest to both committees.

Mark Carter (SAIC) on behalf of IBEC
attended the ITS Committee meeting and
presented an overview of IBEC
accomplishments in 2006.

What's New at the U.S. DOT

The U.S. Department of Transportation's focus
currently is on congestion, namely that it's bad
and getting worse, but we don't have to put up
with it. In May 2006, the U.S. DOT launched
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its Congestion Initiative, a multi-faceted plan to
meet the challenge of congestion head-on.
Every agency within the U.S. DOT has been
tasked with identifying steps it could take to
support the Congestion Initiative, and the ITS
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Joint Program Office (JPO) is no exception. In
recent months, the JPO has:

- Published a series of leaflets profiling four
types of  congestion battling ITS
technologies: traffic incident management,
traveler information, ITS in work zones, and
traffic signal systems (visit this web page and
conduct a profile search for EDL numbers
14288, 14319, 14320 and 14321 at
http://www.its.dot.gov/library.htm).

- Issued a Request for Applications (RFA)
soliciting proposals from metropolitan areas
seeking to participate in a program to stage
field operational tests of ITS technologies to
mitigate  congestion  (visit web page
http://www.its.dot.gov/congestion/index.htm).
Responses were due April 30, 2007 and the
U.S. DOT expects to announce the
recipients by August 8.
